
Account for the real return 
of a GIC

The low-risk profile of a GIC can appear attractive at first glance, especially during volatile markets. 
However, when you account for tax and inflation factors, the real return of a GIC has often been 
negative throughout history.
When choosing your investment, it is crucial to evaluate your options through the lens of real return. Sometimes, the low-risk path may  
end up working against you.
