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Management Discussion of Fund Performance

June 4, 2024

This Management Discussion of Fund Performance presents the portfolio
management team’s view on the significant factors and developments that have
affected the Fund’s performance and outlook in the year ended March 31, 2024
(the “period”). If the Fund was established during the period, “period” represents
the period since inception.

In this report, “Mackenzie” and “the Manager” refer to Mackenzie Financial
Corporation, the manager of the Fund. In addition, net asset value (“NAV") refers
to the value of the Fund as calculated for transaction purposes, on which the
discussion of Fund performance is based.

Investment Objective and Strategies

The Fund seeks income and some long-term capital growth by investing primarily
in other mutual funds that invest in Canadian and foreign equities, fixed income
securities and other asset categories, although it may also invest in securities
directly. The Fund’s asset mix will generally range between 5%-40% equities and
50%-95% fixed income securities. The Fund diversifies in terms of geographic
exposure, equity factor exposure, sector exposure, company market capitalization,
portfolio manager style, credit quality and duration.

Risk
The risks of the Fund remain as discussed in the Fund’s Simplified Prospectus.

The Fund is suitable for medium-term investors looking for a managed asset
portfolio fund to hold as part of their portfolio, who can handle the volatility of
stock and bond markets, and who have a low to medium tolerance for risk. Before
November 3, 2023, the Fund was deemed suitable for investors who had a low
tolerance for risk.

Results of Operations

Investment Performance

The performance of all series in the current and previous periods is shown in the Past
Performance section of the report. Performance will vary by series primarily because
fees and expenses differ between series, or because securities of a series were not
issued and outstanding for the entire reporting period. Please refer to the Fund
Formation and Series Information section of this report for the varying management
and administration fees payable by each series. The following comparison to market
indices is intended to help investors understand the Fund'’s performance relative
to the general performance of the markets. However, the Fund’s mandate may be
different from that of the indices shown.

During the period, the Fund’s Series PA securities returned 6.4% (after deducting
fees and expenses paid by the series). This compares with a return of 7.3% for a
blended index composed of a 70% weighting in the Fund’s broad-based index, the
FTSE Canada Universe Bond Index (returned 2.1%), and a 30% weighting in the
MSCI AC (All Country) World (Net) Index (returned 23.3%). All index and series
returns are calculated on a total return basis in Canadian dollar terms. Investors
cannot invest in an index without incurring fees, expenses and commissions, which
are not reflected in the index returns.

Global equities rose over the period as central banks slowed the pace of interest
rate increases. Canadian markets were supported by the energy sector, while gains
in the U.S. equity market came largely from a small number of mega-capitalization
stocks. The global economy was resilient, and employment remained strong. After

July 2023, the U.S. Federal Reserve and the Bank of Canada held their policy
rates steady. Treasury yields reached peak levels and then fell in response to the
policy shift.

Within the MSCI AC (All Country) World (Net) Index, Poland, Colombia and Hungary
were the strongest-performing markets in Canadian dollar terms, while Hong Kong,
China and Thailand were the weakest. The information technology, communication
services and financials sectors were the strongest performers, while consumer
staples, utilities and real estate were the weakest.

The Fund outperformed the broad-based index because of its allocation to global
equities, which outperformed fixed income assets over the period. Given the Fund’s
mandate, the return of the blended index is a more meaningful comparison.

The Fund underperformed the blended index. The Fund's asset allocation
contributed to performance, while the selection of underlying funds within each
asset class detracted from performance.

Among the underlying funds in the portfolio, the largest detractors from performance
were Mackenzie Enhanced Fixed Income Risk Premia Fund, Mack Comprehensive
Equity Pool and Mack US Equity Pool (respectively representing about 5%, 6%
and 9% of net assets at period-end). The largest contributors to performance were
Mackenzie Broad Risk Premia Collection Fund, Mackenzie Emerging Markets Large
Cap Fund and Mackenzie Canadian Bond Fund (respectively representing about 4%,
2% and 37%).

The Fund’s overall foreign currency exposure is actively managed to help mitigate
risk and take advantage of opportunities. During the period, these currency
activities detracted from performance.

Net Assets

The Fund’s net assets increased by 154.6% during the period to $13.9 million.
This change was composed primarily of $0.8 million in net income (including any
interest and/or dividend income) from investment performance, after deducting
fees and expenses, and an increase of $7.7 million due to net securityholder activity
(including sales, redemptions and cash distributions).

At March 31, 2024, 14.7% of the Fund’s NAV was held by investors that individually
owned 10% or more of the Fund. As a result, the Fund is subject to large transaction
risk as discussed in the Fund’s Simplified Prospectus. Mackenzie manages this risk
to reduce the possibility of any adverse effect on the Fund or on its investors,
through such processes as requiring advance notice of large redemptions. At
March 31, 2024, Mackenzie had received no such notices.

Fees and Expenses

The management expense ratio (“MER”) for each series during the year ended
March 31, 2024, was generally similar to the annualized MER for the period
ended March 31, 2023. Total expenses paid vary from period to period mainly as
a result of changes in average assets in each series. The MERs for all series are
presented in the Financial Highlights section of this report.

Recent Developments

The portfolio management team does not expect U.S. inflation to stabilize at the
target 2% in the medium term, given increases in various inflation measures and
the continued strength of the U.S. economy. The team therefore believes that the
U.S. Federal Reserve may keep the federal funds rate higher than classic monetary
policy would suggest. At period-end, the team did not have a positive outlook for
U.S. or Canadian stocks, bonds and currencies, but believed attractive risk-return
opportunities exist in developed Europe and some emerging markets.
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Related Party Transactions

Management and Administration Services

For each applicable series, the Fund paid management fees and administration
fees to the Manager at the annual rates specified under Fund Formation and
Series Information in this report and as more fully described in the Prospectus. In
return for the administration fees, the Manager pays all costs and expenses (other
than certain specified fund costs) required to operate the Fund that are not included
in management fees. See also Management Fees.

Other Related Party Transactions

During the period, the Fund received $0.001 million in income distributions from
investments in exchange-traded funds (“ETFs”) managed by Mackenzie to offset
fees paid within those ETFs. There is no assurance that these distributions will
continue in the future.

The Fund did not rely on an approval, positive recommendation or standing
instruction from the Mackenzie Funds’ Independent Review Committee with respect
to any related party transactions in the period.

Past Performance

The Fund’s performance information assumes all distributions made by the Fund
in the periods presented are reinvested in additional securities of the relevant
series of the Fund. The performance information does not take into account sales,
redemption, distribution or other optional charges, or income taxes payable by any
investor that would have reduced returns or performance. The past performance of
the Fund is not necessarily an indication of how it will perform in the future.

If you hold this Fund outside of a registered plan, income and capital gains
distributions paid to you increase your income for tax purposes whether paid to you
in cash or reinvested in additional securities of the Fund. The amount of reinvested
taxable distributions is added to the adjusted cost base of the securities that you
own.

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Management Fees

The management fee for each applicable series is calculated and accrued daily as
a percentage of its NAV. The Fund’s management fees were used by the Manager
to pay for the costs of managing the investment portfolio of the Fund and/or the
underlying fund(s), as applicable, including providing investment analysis and
recommendations, making investment decisions, making brokerage arrangements
for the purchase and sale of the investment portfolio, and providing other services.

PFSL Investments Canada Ltd. (“PFSL") is the principal distributor of the Fund
and receives a portion of the management fees that the Fund pays to the Manager.
The proportion of the management fees paid to PFSL increases, up to a maximum
amount of 65%, as the assets of the Mackenzie FuturePath Funds increase. In
addition to the exclusivity granted to the Manager with respect to the distribution of
the Mackenzie FuturePath Funds by PFSL, other services provided to the Mackenzie
FuturePath Funds and to the Manager by PFSL include: (1) participation in the initial
design of the Mackenzie FuturePath Funds, such that they have been tailored to the
clients of PFSL; (2) review and certification of the prospectus in PFSL's capacity
as principal distributor; (3) participation in a joint fund oversight committee with
the Manager to monitor the ongoing performance and development of the funds;
(4) providing the Manager and its representatives greater access to the branch
offices of PFSL to allow PFSL to appropriately market and make recommendations
about the Mackenzie FuturePath Funds to its clients; (5) providing ongoing
customized training to its representatives to allow them to gain full insight about
the Mackenzie FuturePath Funds in order to provide suitable recommendations to
its clients. PFSL is responsible for costs associated with distributing securities of the
funds, including all administration costs (“distribution-related payments”). After all
distribution-related payments have been made, PFSL retains any remaining amount.

The Fund may have undergone a number of changes, such as a reorganization or a change in manager, mandate or name. A history of the major changes affecting the Fund
in the last 10 years can be found in the Fund’s Simplified Prospectus.
