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Management Discussion of Fund Performance

November 12, 2024

This Management Discussion of Fund Performance presents the portfolio
management team’s view on the significant factors and developments that have
affected the ETF’s performance and outlook in the six-month period ended
September 30, 2024 (the “period”). If the ETF was established during the period,
“period” represents the period since inception.

In this report, “Mackenzie” and “the Manager” refer to Mackenzie Financial
Corporation, the manager of the ETF. In addition, net asset value (“NAV") refers to
the value of the ETF as calculated for subscription and redemption purposes, on
which the discussion of ETF performance is based.

Results of Operations

Investment Performance

During the period, the ETF returned 8.5% (after deducting fees and expenses). This
compares with a return of 10.3% for the ETF’s broad-based index, the S&P 500
Index, and a return of 9.0% for a blended index.* All index returns are calculated
on a total return basis in Canadian dollar terms. Investors cannot invest in an index
without incurring fees, expenses and commissions, which are not reflected in the
index returns.

Global equity markets generally rose over the period. Share prices increased in
relation to corporate earnings, with gains in U.S. markets driven mainly by a small
number of mega-capitalization stocks. The global economy was resilient as inflation
continued to slow across most major markets, although unemployment moved
slightly higher. Canadian equities rose despite volatility, with the financials sector
and mining stocks leading market performance. The U.S. Federal Reserve, European
Central Bank, Bank of England and Bank of Canada lowered interest rates, and
global bond yields declined. Meanwhile, the Bank of Japan raised its policy rate to
0.25% from zero.

The ETF underperformed the broad-based index because of its allocation to fixed
income, which underperformed equities in the period. Given the ETF’s mandate, the
return of the blended index is a more meaningful comparison.

The ETF underperformed the blended index, with the portfolio of equity ETFs
performing in line with the equity portion of the blended index and the portfolio of
fixed income ETFs underperforming the fixed income portion of the blended index.

Among the underlying ETFs, Mackenzie US Large Cap Equity Index ETF and
Mackenzie Canadian Equity Index ETF were the largest contributors to the ETF's
absolute performance. No underlying ETFs detracted from absolute performance.

Over the period, neither portfolio activity nor market developments significantly
changed the positioning of the ETF.

* The blended index is composed of a 36.0% weighting in the S&P 500 Index (returned 10.3%), a
24.0% weighting in the S&P/TSX Composite Index (returned 10.0%), a 14.4% weighting in the MSCI
EAFE (Net) Index (returned 6.8%), an 11.8% weighting in the FTSE Canada Universe Bond Index
(returned 5.6%), a 5.6% weighting in the MSCI Emerging Markets (Net) Index (returned 14.3%), a
4.6% weighting in the Bloomberg US Aggregate Bond Index (returned 5.1%), a 3.2% weighting in the
Bloomberg GDP Global Aggregate Developed Market ex US (Hedged to USD) Index (returned 3.4%)
and a 0.4% weighting in the J.P. Morgan GBI-EM Global Core Index (returned 6.9%).

Net Assets

The ETF’s net assets increased by 26.9% during the period to $36.3 million. This
change was composed primarily of $3.0 million in net income (including any interest
and/or dividend income) from investment performance, after deducting fees and
expenses, and an increase of $4.7 million due to net unitholder activity (including
sales, redemptions and cash distributions).

Recent Developments

The portfolio management team believes that although U.S. economic growth is
moderating, with the job market showing early but convincing signs of deterioration,
the United States is not in the early stages of a recession. Federal government
spending is still high, boosting growth, and the team believes additional cuts to the
federal funds rate by the U.S. Federal Reserve would stabilize the downward trend
of the labour market and the economy.

In anticipation of further interest rate cuts by developed central banks, the
team believes duration exposure (sensitivity to interest rates) has become more
beneficial. Given expensively valued global equities, the team favours diversifying
into cheaper markets with positive economic catalysts, such as Europe and Asia.
The team believes that maintaining a well-diversified investment portfolio is crucial
for managing risk and achieving long-term financial stability.

The following changes to the Mackenzie Funds’ Independent Review Committee
occurred:

o effective September 13, 2023, Saijal Patel was appointed;
o effective March 5, 2024, Atul Tiwari resigned; and

o effective April 30, 2024, the terms for Robert Hines and George Hucal expired,
and Rebecca Cowdery was appointed.

Related Party Transactions

Management Fees

The annualized management expense ratio (“MER") for the ETF during the period
ended September 30, 2024, was similar to the MER for the year ended March 31,
2024. Total expenses paid vary from period to period mainly as a result of changes
in average assets in the ETF. The MERs are presented in the Financial Highlights
section of this report. The ETF paid management fees to the Manager at the annual
rate of 0.17%.

The management fee for the ETF is calculated and accrued daily as a percentage of
its NAV. The ETF’s management fees were used by the Manager to pay for the costs
of managing the investment portfolio of the ETF, including providing investment
analysis and recommendations, making investment decisions, making brokerage
arrangements for the purchase and sale of the investment portfolio and providing
other services, and to pay for all costs and expenses (other than certain specified
fund costs as more fully described in the Prospectus) required to operate the ETF.

Other Related Party Transactions

During the period, the ETF received $0.02 million in income distributions from
investments in other ETFs managed by Mackenzie to offset fees paid within those
ETFs. There is no assurance that these distributions will continue in the future.

The ETF did not rely on an approval, positive recommendation or standing
instruction from the Mackenzie Funds' Independent Review Committee with respect
to any related party transactions in the period.
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Past Performance

The ETF’s performance information assumes all distributions made by the ETF in
the periods presented are reinvested in additional units of the ETF. The performance
information does not take into account brokerage commissions or income taxes
payable by any investor that would have reduced returns or performance. The past
performance of the ETF is not necessarily an indication of how it will perform in the
future.

If you hold this ETF outside of a registered plan, income and capital gains
distributions paid to you increase your income for tax purposes whether paid to you
in cash or reinvested in additional units of the ETF.
